Mountain Mad Libs

Here are the types of words you'll use to fill in the
blanks. Get creative!

Nouns - A person, place, thing, or idea.

Examples: road, jacket, bed, elephant

Verbs - An action or state of being.

Examples: run, dance, play, climb

Adjectives - Words that describe something or someone.
Examples: warm, flufty, messy, small

Weather Report - A fun way to set the scene!

Examples: sunny with clear skies, stormy, cloudy with a
chance of meatballs, frigid cold

Family Member - Someone from your family.

Examples: Mom, grandma, brother, aunt

Emotion - A feeling or mood.

Examples: happy, frustrated, exhausted
